	Water is perhaps the defining natural resource in rural agricultural areas. Agriculture requires 70 percent of the freshwater supplies in America, and rural areas are seeing the increased demands firsthand. With water being such a critical resource, researchers in Tech’s College of Agricultural Sciences and Natural Resources are looking for ways to increase water efficiency in crops. Luis Herrera-Estrella, the President's Distinguished Professor of Plant Genomics, is working to use cotton as a model system to develop technologies applicable to all crops grown in conditions of drought, heat and salinity. Herrera-Estrella, who also serves as director of the university’s new Institute of Genomics for Crop Abiotic Stress Tolerance, hopes to develop technologies that will make genetic changes to plants easier and faster.  << more

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The Texas Tech Ranch Horse Team won both the Stock Horse of Texas Collegiate World Championship and the SHTX Collegiate Reserve Championship at the 2019 Stock Horse of Texas Collegiate World Championships last month in Abilene, Texas. Texas Tech will be one of three teams representing the SHTX at the inaugural Collegiate Challenge at the Road to the Horse in February, said Justin Stanton, the ranch horse team coach.

Steve Fraze, long-time professor and administrator, to retire in January
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After serving in leadership roles for more than three decades as an educator and administrator within CASNR, Steve Fraze has announced plans to retire in early January. Fraze currently serves as the Shirley L. and LuCille Garrison Endowed Chair in Rural Youth Development and chair of the Department of Agricultural Education and Communications. He also served as the college's interim dean from 2016 to 2018.

Coordinating Board paves way toward School of Veterinary Medicine launch
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The Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board this month adopted the recommendation of the Committee on Academic and Workforce Success to approve the request from Texas Tech for a Doctor of Veterinary Medicine degree program with a major in veterinary medicine. The adoption advances Texas Tech's initiative to open the School of Veterinary Medicine in Amarillo.

NRM’s Clint Boal receives national Raptor Research Foundation honor
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The Department of Natural Resources Management’s Clint Boal has received the Raptor Research Foundation's Fran & Frederick Hamerstrom Award, the most prestigious award presented by the foundation, last month the organization's annual meeting in Fort Collins, Colorado. It is given in recognition of an individual who has contributed significantly to the understanding of raptor ecology and natural history.

PSS’s Gabriella Hale recognized as Texas Tech 2020 McNair Scholar
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Gabriella Hale, a senior from the Department of Plant and Soil Science, is part of the 2020 Class of Texas Tech University's McNair Scholars Program, a graduate school preparatory program for undergraduate students from historically underrepresented groups who've demonstrated strong academic potential for graduate research. "This opportunity has been my first experience in hands-on research,” Hale said.

NRM’s Barnes joins Hispanic-Serving Institution grant for undergrad research
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The Hispanic-Serving Institution Education Grants Program has given Texas Tech a four-year, $274,281 grant to support the university's interdisciplinary Program in Inquiry and Investigation. "It is not a coincidence that diversity and undergraduate research have been emphasized at both the university level and within our proposal, since both have demonstrably positive impacts on the educational experience," said Matthew Barnes, an assistant professor with Tech’s Department of Natural Resources Management.

PSS grad student gauges cotton response to herbicides in weed-control battle
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To fight herbicide resistance, Delaney Foster, a master's student in the Department of Plant and Soil Science, is looking at the herbicide isoxaflutole in HPPD-tolerant cotton. HPPD, which stands for P-hydroxyphenylpyruvate dioxygenase, is an enzyme inhibited by isoxaflutole. Isoxaflutole may be another tool cotton growers will be able to use in the near future, she said.
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
