	Texas Tech and the USDA Agricultural Marketing Service Cotton and Tobacco Program signed an historic cooperative agreement on July 1 to allow the government agency to construct, own and operate a new cotton classing facility on campus near the university's Rawls Golf Course. The 27,700 sq. ft. building includes 4,500 sq. ft. of conditioned (70F +\- 2, and 50% RH +\- 2) lab space and will be able to class 5 million bales per season. Construction is expected to take about 14 months, going online for the 2020-21 season. While Lubbock is already home to the largest cotton classing office in the world, the new facility with its campus location will bring together agricultural and research communities in a collaborative partnership to strengthen the cotton industry that's critical to West Texas and the state, said Texas Tech President Lawrence Schovanec.  >> more
Texas Tech receives funding, legislative approval for School of Veterinary Medicine
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The Texas Legislature has earmarked more than $17 million for the Texas Tech University System to establish the Texas Tech School of Veterinary Medicine, the second of its kind in the state. The appropriation included language directing Tech leaders to use funds to initiate curriculum design and development, faculty recruitment and other processes necessary to attain accreditation of the program. 

Fiber Focus; Texas International Cotton School scheduled for Aug. 5-15
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Texas Tech's Fiber & Biopolymer Research Institute, in conjunction with the Lubbock Cotton Exchange, is hosting the 39th session of the Texas International Cotton School. Running from Aug. 5-15, the High Plains program is two weeks of classes, lectures, tours and hands-on interaction in all phases of cotton production, harvesting, ginning, classing, testing, preparation and processing.

NRM’s Richard Stevens named to national ASM Board of Directors
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Richard Stevens, a professor of ecology and conservation biology the Department of Natural Resources Management, has been elected to the American Society of Mammalogists' Board of Directors. The honor was announced this month at the 99th annual meeting of the professional group in Washington, DC. Established in 1919, the ASM is composed of some 2,500 members, many of whom are professional scientists.

Rodney Preston, noted CASNR animal science researcher, dies at 88
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Rodney Preston, who served as Texas Tech's Thornton Endowed Chair in Animal Science, died on July 4 in Bellingham, Washington. He was 88. He was a pioneer in research pertaining to anabolic growth promotants used in beef cattle production. He remained an active advocate for the use of technology to enhance efficiency of U.S. beef production. Preston was the author/co-author of 108 journal articles.
