PSS’s Young shows turfgrasses able to thrive under watering restrictions
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Joey Young, an assistant professor in the Department of Plant and Soil Science, recently completed a study examining four different warm-season turfgrass species and their reaction to receiving both regular irrigation and only rain-fed irrigation. The project showed that Bermudagrass is slower to go dormant under drought but also slower to wake up when water returns. In between, it is very tolerant of heat and lack of rainfall.

LA faculty recognized in President's Emerging Engaged Scholarship Award
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A research team that included Associate Professor Charles Klein and Assistant Professor Muntazar Monsur with the Department of Landscape Architecture has been named the winner of this year's Texas Tech University President's Emerging Engaged Scholarship Award.
