	A Texas Tech research team recently received a $175,000 grant from the National Science Foundation to begin three-dimensional digitization of a special group of bat specimens from the university’s massive Natural Science Research Laboratory. Part of the project’s goal is to make this newly input digital data freely available to almost anyone with an internet connection. Stevens and Robert Bradley, a professor in Tech’s Department of Biological Sciences, note that the bats are distributed from Texas and the southwest United States south to Paraguay and Argentina. “These bats are one of, if not the most, ecologically diverse groups of mammals and play important roles in the ecosystems they help form,” Stevens said. “They impact many populations of insects, and maintain and restore forest systems through plant pollination and seed dissemination.” << more
