	Young, an associate professor of turfgrass science in the Department of Plant & Soil Science, has received a $425,000 grant from the USDA's National Institute of Food & Agriculture to conduct professional development for agriculture and science, technology, engineering and math educators centered around turfgrass science.  “Our goal is to work with educators to provide professional development on how turfgrass science could be implemented as STEM,” Young said. “One of the benefits we pointed out in the proposal is the vast openness there is to turfgrass. Almost every student in any place could have some kind of interaction with turfgrass.” STEM is an acronym for the fields of science, technology, engineering and math. By bringing in teachers from across the state and tying turfgrass science to STEM education, Young hopes to increase diversity in turfgrass science, a broad field that offers many career paths.
