During the 80th Legislature Regular Session, new legislation (SB 1138) was presented and passed requiring a postsecondary educational institution to provide a risk management program for members of student organizations registered at the institution. Additionally, the institution shall adopt a policy that specifies one or more of those student organizations or types of student organizations that are required to have representatives attend.
