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CONSTITUTION
OF
THE ORDER OF OMEGA

TEXAS TECH UNIVERSITY

Article I - Name

The name of this organization shall be The Order of Omega, Texas
Tech University.

The Order of Omega is a Leadership Honor Society.

Article II - Purpose

The purpose of The Order of Omega shall be threefold:

First, to recognize those students who have attained a high standard
of leadership in inter-Creek activities, to encourage them to continue
along this line, and to inspire others to strive for similar
conspicuous attainment.

Second, to bring together the most representative fraternity and
sorority members, and to create an organization which will help to
mold the sentiment of the institution on questions of local and
intercollegiate affairs.

Third, to bring together members of the faculty, alumni, and student
members of the institution's fraternities and sororities on a basis
of mutual interest, understanding, and helpfulness.

Article I11 - Emblem

The emblem of the Order shall be the Greek letter designating Omega.

Article IV - Membership

The membership of this Order shall be confined to members of Greek
letter social organizations.

There shall be four classes of members: first, student; second,
faculty; third, alumni; and fourth, honorary.

Student members shall be those duly elected to membership as students
by a chapter and they shall be so designated during the remaining
period of their collegiate enrollment.

Faculty members shall be those members of the faculty or the admini-
strative staff of Texas Tech University elected by a chapter as
faculty members, or those formerly elected to membership who may
subsequently be serving on the faculty or staff.

Alumni members shall be all former student members after their
graduation or the termination of their collegiste enrollment.
Honorary members shall be those elected honoris casusa by a chapter
of the Order.
