Presentation (Blake):  
Presented Predictions of Student Success in General Chemistry II, a method he has used to predict student success or failure.  Commentary on the presentation followed.

Undergraduate Recruitment and Admissions Communications Flow has been rescheduled for August 17th.

Sub-Committee Updates (Murphy):  
· Recruitment (Murphy for Logan)
Gave an update on undergraduate admissions numbers.  Becky Wilson mentioned that FAFSA applications are up due to economic conditions.  Sean Duggan gave an update on Housing application numbers, which are expected to end around 6500.  Graduate admissions numbers were reported at 6,433 applications, and 3,736 admitted.
· Retention (Murphy)
No Report.
· Orientation (Murphy)
Red Raider Orientation numbers for Freshmen are up 1%, and numbers for Transfers are up 7%.  There are three 3-day sessions remaining in July, and two in August (8/2-8/4 & 8/12-8/14).  Three 1-day sessions in August scheduled for 8/3, 8/25, & 8/26.  The addition of another 1-day session was discussed, but it was decided to offer transfer students the option of attending one day on 8/3, in the middle of the 3-day freshman session.  Course availability is being monitored via the Office of the Provost. Should your college become aware of course availability issues, please notify Daney Phelps or Rob Stewart. Student evaluations of RRO 2009 are currently being administered via Survey Monkey. If colleges want detailed feedback on their advising sessions, they are encouraged to administer a separate evaluation during Day 2.  A meeting of the Orientation committee has been proposed for August 10, during the August break (8/5 – 8/12), to draft the 2010 RRO dates and begin evaluation of 2009 RRO.  

Greek Life (Murphy):  
The Panhellenic and Interfraternity Council recruitment schedules were distributed.  The addition of the Fall Break pushed back the first day of school, which has shortened the amount of time during which they may hold their events.
