Presentation (Olivas/Logan):
Presented The Campus Visit Experience. The campus visit is being emphasized in this recruitment cycle. According to the Non-Matriculant Survey, for those students completing the survey, one-half of those admitted to TTU, but not attending TTU said they did not make any campus visit. During campus visits, we will be trying to provide authentic TTU experiences. There are a number of mechanisms for campus visits – daily campus tours, University Day (October 19, 2009), Football Fridays, Admitted Student Visit Days, Summer Showcase (for guidance counselors), and Techsan Preview (for rising high school juniors). The President’s Select group of students is integral to campus visit events.

Sub-Committee Updates:  
There were no committee reports.

Enrollment (Logan):  
There was no enrollment report pending the University’s official announcement expected early next week.

H1N1 (Tijerina):  
Student Affairs focus has been on prevention and preparation for a potential widespread outbreak. Hand sanitizer is available throughout the campus, there has been increased cleaning of high-traffic and high germ areas, and Hospitality Services is providing boxed meals to students who are shut-in because of illness. A variety of bleach-based cleaning supplies are also available to students and staff. K. Austin reported a very positive response from her students regarding TTU’s proactive approach. The Student Health Center does have seasonal flu shots available for students.

Student Surveys (Murphy):  
The National Survey of Student Enrollment (NSSE) 2009 results are available and will be forwarded to committee members following this meeting. TTU continues to track similar to previous years. Comparison is provided to 2005 and 2007 in the report. The Higher Education Research Institute CIRP Freshman Survey was offered on-line this year instead of on paper. Completion has been light – we are about 300 surveys down from the number completed last year. Paper surveys are available, but would need to be completed by October 1, 2009. Amy is happy to present and administer the surveys if anyone is interested.





Noel-Levitz Retention & Advising Consultation (Teagan):

The Noel-Levitz consultants will be working with advisors to help them find better ways to serve students and impact retention. The date of the on-campus meetings for this project are pending at this time.
