· Recruitment (Logan)
Spring enrollment is on a par with last year.  
· Retention (Murphy & Duran)
The committee has had their first meeting, and are compiling work done by prior committees.  Distributed a draft of previous retention activities.  At the next meeting, the committee will discuss goals for the remainder of the academic year.
· Orientation (Miller)
