Coursework

The graded assignments within each unit are formative in nature. This means that they
are designed to assist you in applying and demonstrating the unit concepts, as well as
identifying areas in which you need additional review.

For summative assessments, you will NOT be allowed to use the learning
materials. These are opportunities for you to show what you have learned by that point
in the course. Summative assessments may proctored using the online proctoring
system Proctorio.
