GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR DEVELOPING YOUR PROGRAM FOR DOCTORAL DEGREE:

Schedule PFP 6305 - Introduction to Ph.D. Studies in PFP early in the first fall semester of your program.

2. Plan on sitting for the PFP Qualifying Exam (PFPQ)during the second January of your program (unless you
are a CFP®).

3. Prior to sitting for the PFP, plan on completing the following coursework:

a. All courses in the PFP collateral*

b. PFP 5373 - PFP Capstone ( no substitutions.)

c. 1SQS 5345 - Statistical Concepts (recommended for students without graduate-level statistics)
d. 1SQS 5347 - Advanced Statistical Methods

e. ECO 5310 - Price and Income Theory

4. ldeally, you should have at least 34-37 credit hours completed (27 from PFP collateral, 3-6 from Research
collateral, 3 from Theory collateral, and 1 from Skills collateral) PRIOR to sitting for the PFPQ Examination.

5. If you plan on teaching at a business school, you will want to make sure you can document a concentration of
18 hours from an AACSB accredited program (ideally FIN or ACCT courses).

6. PFP 6101 - Academic Leadership in PFP. Plan on taking this course for credit during your first semester of
being a doctoral student - even when you are not registered for the class, all doctoral students are expected to
attend this class every time it is offered.
