The Anthropology program further requires the following additional materials submitted directly to the department:

· Letter of intent/Statement of purpose (In your letter, please indicate in which subfield of anthropology you wish to specialize and with which faculty member(s) you wish to study [i.e., supervise your thesis research])
· Two letters of recommendation

· An academic writing sample (preferably 10-15 pages in length)

· A current curriculum vita
