In Press: Cotton contamination, particularly plastics, now a global issue
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Trash and contamination in cotton lint is not only a problem in the United States, but is now gaining additional attention worldwide. "In the United States, we have a good handle on contamination originating from the cotton plant itself, but contamination from plastic such as grocery bags and module covers is a major concern," said Eric Hequet, chairman of the Department of Plant and Soil Science. 
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
