	“We know in this area water is the number one limiting factor for agricultural production,” Guo said. “One of my top priorities for research is to use less water and get the same amount of production or use less water to have an optimized production. They discovered variability in several agronomic factors that affected how well the crop responded to different amounts of irrigation. These factors included soil properties and topography – soil texture, organic matter, elevation and slope. The research team found that cotton yield responded well to irrigation in areas with flat land and fertile soils, but it did not respond well to irrigation at areas with high slope and sandy soils. >> more
