Steady undergraduate growth lifts CASNR to another record enrollment
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CASNR continued its decade-long enrollment growth trend with 2,572 students signing up for classes, according to official 20th class day numbers. That includes 2,174 undergraduates and 398 graduate students; an increase of 75 students over last year's numbers. A positive job market, coupled with continued increase in people moving to Texas, signals an environment for continued growth in CASNR students.

USDA Grant; Research team focuses on improving Ogallala Aquifer water use efficiency
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A group of CASNR researchers recently received funding from the USDA as part of a continuing cooperative agreement on the efficient use of water in agriculture. The consortium was awarded $213,568 from the USDA's Agricultural Research Service. The funding will be used to conduct studies specifically targeted for water efficiency practices on the Great Plains of the United States that lie over the Ogallala Aquifer.

	The process breaks down low-grade cotton into pure cellulose, which then can be converted into a gel that can be used in 3D printing, for example, or other processes to create usable, biodegradable products. "The idea is to find a new use for low-grade cotton or any recyclable that is 100 percent cotton, and trying to replace, to some extent, petroleum-based products," Abidi said. "It is still a valuable product that we need to transform into something else." Abidi's goal with the research is to be able to take the gel from low-grade cotton and use it to replace as many nonbiodegradable products, like plastic trash bags, as possible.  >> more

His team effort is being supported by a $464,338 grant over three years from the USDA-National Institute of Food and Agriculture.

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The Soil Judging Team received second place honors at this year's Region IV Collegiate Soils Judging Contest, hosted by the University of Arkansas. Horses may improve outcomes in childhood obesity therapy: Pilot Study

It is the first time an animal-assisted intervention has been incorporated into a standardized intervention for childhood obesity, she said.
