	Venugopal Mendu, an associate professor of cell wall biology in the Department of Plant and Soil Science, is leading a research team that has isolated the gene and genetic mechanism behind a male-sterile line in soybeans that was first identified at Iowa State University in 1973. "When we really identify the gene, the mutation, we can develop molecular markers, and when they are in the seedling stage, we can identify and remove the male-fertile plants," Mendu said. The ability to create hybrid seeds is crucial in perfecting the right line of seeds. It gives producers the ability to combine characteristics, such as disease resistance and high yield, into one hybrid line. The ability to create these hybrids is not limited to just soybeans. Mendu said the same can be done with rice and other self-pollenating crops, both edible and non-edible.  >> more
