Natural Science Research Laboratory provides rich resource for CASNR scientists

In particular, the mammal collection of approximately 150,000 scientific specimens and 500,000 tissue samples has particularly good representation regionally across much of Texas. “This is incredibly important scientific infrastructure that is a very rich resource,” said NRM’s Richard Stevens.

In Press: AAEC experts outline factors behind steadily rising food prices
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Food prices have been steadily rising over the past year, said Stephen Devadoss, a professor with the Department of Agricultural & Applied Economics. For meat, dairy and some vegetable products, prices could be as much as 20 percent higher than they were pre-pandemic. Initial jumps in the prices happened with COVID-related shutdowns. “Once prices go up, the stores, they are very reluctant to bring it down,” he said.

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Fearless Champion, the black quarter horse that has served Texas Tech's Masked Rider for the last 10 years, took his final run last month during the Texas Tech vs. Oklahoma State football game. Of the last 10 Masked Riders, seven came from CASNR. “Fearless Champion has represented Texas Tech exceptionally well during his tenure as the Texas Tech mascot,” said AFS’s Sam Jackson.
