	Jagadish will also serve as Director of the Texas Coalition for Sustainable Integrated Systems Research Program (TeCSIS) and Coordinator of the Texas Alliance for Water Conservation (TAWC). He officially stepped into his new research and teaching role on Mar. 15. “Dr. Jagadish is an internationally recognized scientist who has fundamentally transformed our understanding of heat and drought stress in grasses,” said Glen Ritchie, chair of Tech’s Department of Plant & Soil Science. “He is an innovator who will make an immediate impact at Texas Tech.” One of Jagadish’s primary goals at Texas Tech is to identify forage-based cropping systems responses to drought stress, as well as to develop an integrated approach to forage production that includes abiotic stress resilience and management strategies, as well as the needs of stakeholders throughout the region and the world. 

AFS Wool Judging Team wins second consecutive national title in Houston
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The Department of Animal & Food Sciences has another trophy to add to its case, with the Wool Judging Team claiming its second straight national championship in Houston.
