	Texas Tech researchers are working to help farmers in semi-arid regions deal with a dwindling water supply. Three professors in the Davis College of Agricultural Sciences & Natural Resources recently received a $294,000 grant from the USDA’s National Institute of Food & Agriculture to study the integration a resilient cropping system and precision conservation for sustainable agriculture in a semi-arid region. “The overall challenge in this region is the lack of water, and now the water from the Ogallala Aquifer is actually running out,” said principal investigator Wenxuan Guo, an assistant professor of crop ecophysiology and precision agriculture in the Department of Plant & Soil Science. “We're trying to address the future if the water condition continues to worsen.”

AFS’s Jackson aids search for Texas Tech Masked Rider's new horse - Buzz
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Texas Tech's search for the Masked Rider's new horse has concluded. Buzz, a 9-year-old quarter horse gelding from Shallowater, will replace Fearless Champion who recently retired. “He (Buzz) has a willing, calm demeanor and is a trusting horse by nature,” said Sam Jackson, a professor within the Department of Animal & Food Sciences. The horse’s past duties included working cattle, roping events and recreational riding.
