	With guidance from NRM’s Blake Grisham and Warren Conway, the students of Texas Tech's The Wildlife Society chapter has developed a reputation as reliable, knowledgeable and well-trained wildlife professionals, earning them invitations to work with some of the top wildlife figures in the country. “The reality is we were building a culture,” Conway said. “And it has to start from the students. You can't have that from the top down.” The 2022 Texas Tech TWS chapter took the recognition up another notch. At the state conference, the students from Texas Tech were named State Chapter of the Year, but they weren't done there. They went on to capture the National Chapter of the Year award at The Wildlife Society national conference in Spokane, Washington, in November. The awards also are a testament to the dedication of Grisham and Conway, though they refuse to take much credit for it. “The students have to have that pride, that sense of accomplishment in what they're doing,” Grisham said.

Davis College receives ICASA grants focused on improving beef antibiotic use
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With the goal of optimizing the use of antibiotics in livestock, the International Consortium for Antimicrobial Stewardship in Agriculture has awarded two grants to Davis College faculty members. They are Vinicius Machado, an assistant professor with the Department of Veterinary Science, and Kristin Hales, an associate professor & Thorton Distinguished Chair with the Department of Animal & Food Sciences.
AFS judging teams take home top honors in NWSS competitions in Denver
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The AFS Wool Judging Team won first place at the National Western Stock Show for the second year in a row. Tech's Black team, one of two competing in the event, finished with a total score of 1,968 to beat Texas A&M and Angelo State and claim the overall top prize at the event. Four members of the team also placed in the top 10 individually at the competition, led by high individual Cross Knittel from Sterling City, Texas.

In Press: Can dogs catch a whiff of bovine respiratory disease?
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Nathan Hall, an associate professor in the Department of Animal & Food Sciences, is part of a multi-institutional research team taking a page out of human disease research to see if dogs might be able to sniff out bovine respiratory disease, BRD, one of the largest health challenges for the feedlot cattle industry. Canine olfactory capacity has been successfully used to detect and diagnose human diseases.

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Five specially selected students from Davis College will be spending their Spring semester working as interns in Austin and Washington, D.C. getting first-hand, governmental experience. Texas Tech, USDA cut ribbon on innovative cotton classification complex
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Texas Tech and the USDA recently launched a first-of-its-kind cotton classing facility on Texas Tech's campus. The 30,000-square-foot facility is expected to provide Davis College students and researchers with enhanced education and research opportunities in developing fiber measurement technology, automation and robotics, fiber phenomics, prototyping and calibration, and for testing of new instruments and technology.
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
