	“This project exemplifies all of the best parts of a community-based service-learning course within the context of a landscape architecture curriculum,” said Leehu Loon, chair and professor within the Department of Landscape Architecture. The 16 students in the Infrastructure in Action class began the project by conducting research into the neighborhood and it's context, finding that 25% of the parcels are in the 100 year FEMA flood plain. Working closely with Daniel Phillips, an assistant professor in the Department of Landscape Architecture, the students developed their design utilizing hydrological models. The students also worked closely with Robinson and the City of Lubbock to finalize their design. Then, the students embarked on installing the green infrastructure improvements, which included running a small excavator on site.  >> more
