In Press: AAEC’s Hudson notes drought, high input prices cut into cotton acres
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It's tough times for cotton producers on the Texas High Plains. Darren Hudson, a professor within the Department of Agricultural & Applied Economics, said an area known as the largest cotton patch in the U.S. is seeing another year of relentless drought, and with fields resembling the Dust Bowl prospects for this year's crop are dwindling by the day, as is the outlook for this year's cotton acres. 

Research Spotlight: Agricultural Education & Communications’ Scott Burris
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Scott Burris, chair and professor within the Department of Agricultural Education & Communications, joined the Texas Tech faculty in 2005. In addition to his teaching and research activities, he served as the department's student teacher coordinator and advisor for the Texas Tech chapter of Collegiate FFA. He received his master's and doctorate degrees in agricultural education from the University of Missouri.

In Press: AAEC’s Hudson details Brazil’s path to produce more cotton than U.S.
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A Davis College agricultural economist reports that 20 years ago, Brazil produced approximately 3 million bales of cotton – a decade later, that number soared to 7.5 million bales. “Today in 2023, we very well could see a year where Brazil produces more cotton than the U.S.,” said AAEC’s Darren Hudson. His observations were presented at the national Mid-South Farm & Gin Show’s International Trade Conference in Memphis. 

Research Spotlight: Dept. of Animal & Food Sciences’ Anastasia Stellato
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Anastasia Stellato, an expert in companion animal behavior and welfare, joined the Texas Tech faculty in 2021. An assistant professor in the Department of Animal & Food Sciences, her research focuses on promoting the health and welfare of companion animals through improving human-animal interactions within various applied environments. Her doctorate is from the University of Guelph-Ontario.

Research Spotlight: Department of Veterinary Sciences’ Vinicius Machado
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Vinicius Machado, an assistant professor within the Department of Veterinary Sciences, joined the Texas Tech faculty in 2017. His research broadly focuses on a variety of areas related to dairy health, such as postpartum uterine health, transition period management and immunity. Machado received his Doctor of Veterinary Medicine from the Federal University of Goias in Brazil.
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
