ENGLISH: The 12 hours of English must consist of ENGL 1301 and 1302 and two literature courses 12
(which excludes ENGL 2311, 3365, 3366, 3367, 3368, 33706, 3371, 4300, 4360, 4365, 4366, 4367, 4372,

4373, 4378 as they are not literature courses). However, ENGL 2311 or CLAS 1310 may be used as

equivalents to fulfill 3 hours of this requirement.

(For B. S. only, a literature course will also satisfy the 3-hour humanities requirement.)

ORAL COMMUNICATION: COMS 2300 or 3358; CH E 2306 (beg. Fall 2000); HDFS 2320; MGT 3373 3
(MGT 3373 mav not be taken by comespondence); PETR 3308.

FOREIGN LANGUAGE: A student must complete 6 hours at the sophomore level or above in a single 6-16
language. A student enrolling in the first-year sequence will have a requirement of 11-16 hours. A student

who enrolls in the second-year sequence will have a 6-hour requirement. The following courses may not be

used to fulfill the foreign language requirement: GERM 4312; RUSN 2303, 3301, 3302, 4301, 4302;

SLAYV 2301. Regarding foreign language credit eamned through studies abroad, see pages 101 and 171 of the

2001-2002 catalog.

MATHEMATICS & LOGICAL REASONING: All mathematics courses, 1320 and above (except 3430), 6
may be used. PHIL 2310 or 4310 may be used to satisfy 3 hours of this requirement. The following courses
from the Core Curriculum may not be used: AAEC 3401, I E 3341, MUTH 3303, PSY 3400, SOC 3391.

NATURAL SCIENCE: If 4 or more high school semesters of natural laboratory science (not including general, 8-11
physical, or applied science) are accepted for admission, the requirement is 8 hrs.; if not, the requirement is 11 hours.

The first 8 hours of the requirement must come from the following laboratory courses approved in the Core

POLITICAL SCIENCE: POLS 1301 and normally 2302. A grade of A or B in POLS 1301 allows 6 6
the substitution of one of the following courses for POLS 2302: POLS 3321, 3323, 3324, 3325,

3326, 3327, 3334, 3339, 3340, 3341, 3346, 3350, 3351, 3352, 3353, 3360.

One course must be taken from a Texas college or university.
