How to Find Peer Reviewed Articles

PROFESSOR: Hello, everybody, and welcome to a very short tutorial video on how to find peer-reviewed articles through the library's website. The first thing you're going to want to do is you're going to want to go to our home page, and that is just a library.ttu.edu. If you put that into your search bar, you'll come to the same place. 
Next, what you're going to see is you're going to see this search box right here, kind of looks like a Google search box, but it's very different from Google. We call it our One Search, and that means that it searches a majority of our databases. It's a great place to go when you're starting off your research, and you don't want to go to a specific-- subject-specific database. 
So I'm just going to put in one search. And so my search term is artificial intelligence. And you can see I've got 1.8 million results. And what we're going to do is we're going to go over to the left hand side. And you'll see under availability, it says peer-reviewed journals. And that's what you'll click to go ahead and get peer-reviewed journals. 
From there, you can always narrow it down by the other categories here, or by switching up your search terms here in the search box. Otherwise, if you find that your search results are not specific enough, please feel free to check out your personal librarian and they can help you find specific databases for what you're searching.
