POSITION DESCRIPTION
This 9-month faculty position serves to teach courses in 
the music education sequence, which may include string 
methods courses, upper-level field-based curriculum and 
practicum courses, technology-based instruction, graduate 
courses, student teacher supervision, orchestral conducting, 
and oversight of a well-established String Project. Additional 
responsibilities include the development and maintenance of 
creative/scholarly and service contributions to the profession. 
The successful candidate will join a cohort of music educators 
with a passion for student success, teacher training, 
collaborative work, and outreach and engagement to the 
community, nation, and world. Faculty members within this 
cohort have achieved national and international visibility in the 
fields of music education research, pedagogy, and performance.
The successful candidate will actively participate in the 
School, College, TTU, and broader Lubbock community 
by engaging in activities such as: 1) committee work and 
academic support services such as undergraduate and graduate 
reviews; 2) recruiting activities for the School of Music; 3) 
thesis and dissertation committee work; 3) curriculum review 
and development; 4) supervision of student organizations; 5) 
participation in sponsored off-campus activities and other forms 
of community engagement.
