ABOUT THE ARTISTS

Lanfranco Marcelletti Jr. conductor

The Brazilian-born conductor, professor, and pianist Lanfranco Marcelletti,
Jr. has been recognized by critics and audiences for his important work

in music. His engagements as a conductor have brought him to most
countries in Europe, North, and South America. In the opera world, he has
collaborated with the Rossini Opera Festival (Pesaro, Italy), the Glimmerglass
Opera Festival (Cooperstown, NY), Commonwealth Opera (Massachusetts,
USA), Teatro Calderdn (Valladolid, Spain), and Albany University (USA).
Among his prizes, we can cite the first prize in both the Il Conducting
International Competition, organized by the Chilean Symphony Orchestra,
and the Giovani Solisti di Roma Competition in piano. Marcelletti attended
Yale University (orchestra conducting), the Hochschule fur Musik und
darstellende Kunst in Vienna (piano, composition), the Musik Akademie in
Zurich (piano) and the Conservatério Pernambucano de Musica (Recife,
Brazil), where he started his music studies. He held the positions of

music director of the Cayuga Chamber Orchestra (USA), and Xalapa and
Aguascalientes Symphonies (Mexico). Currently, he is the Director of
Orchestral Studies at the Texas Tech University School of Music and the
Artistic Director of the Recife Symphony Orchestra.
