Pianist, composer, and conductor Adonis Gonzalez is a Latin 
Grammy–nominated artist recognized for his solo debut album Adiós 
a Cuba. He has appeared as a soloist and conductor with leading 
orchestras across Europe, the Americas, and the United States, and 
has collaborated with renowned artists such as Arnold Steinhardt and 
Paquito D’Rivera. A prizewinner in multiple international competitions, 
Gonzalez has performed at major venues including Carnegie Hall, 
Lincoln Center, and the Kennedy Center. He holds degrees from 
the Superior Institute of Art in Havana, the University of Southern 
Mississippi, and Rutgers University, with additional conducting 
studies at Juilliard. Gonzalez is currently Professor of Music at 
Alabama State University and an exclusive Yamaha artist.
