In 
recognition of its affiliation with the Osher Foundation 
and as one of 124 such institutes nationwide, Texas 
Tech Lifelong Learning was re-named Osher Lifelong 
Learning Institute (OLLI) at Texas Tech University. We 
are self-sustaining, supported through membership 
dues, class fees, an endowment from the Bernard 
Osher Foundation, donations and in-kind support 
from Texas Tech University.
