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University Master Plan Resolution

The Faculty Senate believes faculty should have input on the Master Plan, therefore, an open session or sessions on the University Master Plan should be held so such input can be obtained.

Senator Held offered a friendly amendment that these sessions should be held during the regular school year at a time when faculty are on campus.  
The amendment was accepted.  The resolution was passed unanimously by the Senate.
