Resolution 1 from Study Committee A regarding Hensley motions
At the end of the last academic year former Senator Hensley made a motion, that was seconded, which stated that the Senate investigate the mismanagement of academic affairs at Texas Tech University.  Study Committee A examined the Hensley motions and proposed the following resolution.
BE IT RESOLOVED, “Unless it is an item of immediate, pressing urgency for the University, the Faculty Senate requests that a summary of any items for general consideration by the Faculty Senate from Administration and Staff members at Texas Tech be submitted with the regular agenda mailing to the Faculty Senate for review at least one week before the relevant Faculty Senate meeting, or that the items be submitted electronically for posting on the Faculty Senate webpage in a timely fashion prior to its discussion at the Faculty Senate meeting.”

The resolution passed.
